Mathematics


Multiplication and Division


Recall multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 x 12.


Use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally, including: multiplying by 0 and 1; dividing by 1; multiplying together 3 numbers.


Recognise and use factor pairs and commutatively in mental calculations.


Multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number using formal written method.


Solve problems involving multiplying.


Area


I can find the area of rectilinear shapes by counting squares.


Fractions 


I can recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions.


I can count up and down in hundredths; recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by 100 and dividing tenths by 10.


I can solve problems involving increasingly harder fractions to calculate quantities, and fractions to divide quantities, including non-unit fractions where the answer is a whole number.


I can add and subtract fractions with the same denominator.


I can find the effect of dividing a one- or two-digit number by 10 and 100, identifying the value of the digits in the answer as ones, tenths and hundredths

States of matter


This unit will teach the children about the differences between solids, liquids and gases, classifying objects and identifying their properties. The children will work scientifically and collaboratively to investigate the weight of a gas. Furthermore, they will have chance to find the ideal temperature to melt chocolate. They will explore in-depth how water changes state, exploring melting, freezing, condensing as well as a particular focus on evaporation. Finally, they will learn about the stages of the water cycle, creating mini water worlds and an interactive water wheel to represent the different stages.
