


Maths





Money


Year four will estimate, compare and calculate different measures including money in pounds and pence. 





Time


With regards to time, the children will read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks. They will also solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes, minutes to seconds, years to months, weeks to days.





Statistics


We will interpret and present discrete and continuous data using appropriate graphical methods, including bar charts and time graphs. We will also solve comparison, sum and difference problems using information presented in bar charts, pictograms, tables and other graphs. 





Properties of shapes


When exploring shape we will compare and classify geometric shapes and we will identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes presented in different orientations. Will also identify acute and obtuse angles and compare and order angles up to 2 right angles by size.





Position and direction


We will describe positions on a 2-D grid as coordinates in the first quadrant.


We will plot specified points and draw sides to complete a given polygon and describe movements between positions as translations of a given unit to the left/right and up/down.

Stories from other cultures: The children  will use the  text ‘ The village that vanished’ to explore other cultures.

Animals including humans: Through this topic the children will learn to name, identify and explain parts of the human digestive system. They will also explore types and functions of teeth.

Learn about the 7 characteristics of a living thing; sort living things in a number of ways; make a dichotomous classification key to identify local invertebrates; make observational drawings and a group large-scale drawing of an insect; finally demonstrate our knowledge of classification keys to a young invited audience.
